B Interested Indigenous students must register with Indspire to create an account before completing
an application at this link.

Bl There is one application for all of Indspire’s bursaries and scholarships. You only need to complete
the application once to be considered for all applicable bursaries and scholarships.

Bl Deadlines for applications are February 1, August 1, and November 1.

Bl Applicants are assessed based on criteria established by Indspire and Ex Libris Association.

Bursary Funding

B The Ex Libris Association will receive donations and transfer them to Indspire when our goal has
been reached, by or before August 1 each year.

B Candidate selection and distributing funds will be done by Indspire which has experience in
identifying suitable candidates and navigating any problems that may arise (such as an award winner
withdrawing from a program).
